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Social and Community Enterprise Fund 
Guidance Notes
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Société Générale UK Group Charitable Trust Social and Community Enterprise Fund 
Grants under the Société Générale UK Group Charitable Trust Fund are to encourage the development of social and community enterprises in the East End and City of London and promote social inclusion.
The funding is provided by the Société Générale UK Charitable Trust and it is being delivered by St Katharine & Shadwell Trust.
1. How much money is available?
· Grants of up to £2,000 are available
2. What are the grants for?
· To encourage and support social and community enterprises in the City of London, Tower Hamlets, Hackney and Newham 
3. Who can apply for the funding?
The focus of the fund is to give grants to groups that can deliver on economic outputs or who are looking at developing non-grant income by trading, selling services and other forms of social enterprise activity.
To qualify for a grant, groups:

· Must be a new or existing social/community enterprise 
· Must have an average income of no more than £10,000 a year for the last three years
· Must be connected with and meeting the needs of the local community

· Must have a social, community or ethical purpose 
· Must have a legal status appropriate to not-for-personal-profit

· Must have a business plan – this can be a simple draft plan
· Must be located in and providing services to the City of London, Hackney, Newham and Tower Hamlets
We prefer to support groups and projects that are run for local people, by local people, working to tackle any kind of disadvantage suffered by individuals or groups.
Social/community enterprises:

· Are directly involved in producing goods or providing services to a market
· Have social aims and ethical values including
 a commitment to local capacity building

· Social enterprises are owned by and run by stakeholder groups (for example, employees, users, clients, local community and social investors). They are accountable to their stakeholders and the wider community for their social, environmental and economic impact. Profits can be distributed as profit sharing to stakeholders or used for the benefit of the community
4. What types of activities cannot be funded?

Applications cannot be made for projects that:

· Have already taken place or for retrospective funding

· Would normally be funded from statutory sources e.g. Social Service, Central Government, Local Education Authority

· Projects that have no community or charitable element

· Are purely for the advancement of religion or politics

· Where the main beneficiaries are animals

· Major or general fundraising appeals

· Individuals 

· National charities 

We do not usually support groups that have unrestricted free reserves that are equivalent to more than 12 months running costs.

5. 
What kind of activities can the Société Générale UK Group Charitable Trust grants support?

Grants can be used to support costs involved in setting up and operating a social or community enterprise.

Examples of the sort of projects that can be funded:
· The purchase of equipment, like a computer
· Staff costs to enable employment of individuals 
· Overhead costs (i.e. rent, utilities, marketing materials, training, professional fees, etc)
· Contribution to rent

· Training for volunteers

· Additional activities to expand an existing funded project
· To achieve a quality or other standard relevant to your activities 

· Start-up costs

· Running costs

· Meeting an identified need in the community

These are just examples.

You should consider all the costs involved in the delivery of your activity. 
Your budget should reflect the full costs to your group, including the direct costs of the activity and all the overhead costs associated with running it such as rent, electricity and telephones. 
6. How do I apply for this funding?

You will need to fill in the Société Générale UK Group Charitable Trust Grants Application Form. If you do not already have this, you can request one by calling 020 7782 6962 or email enquiries@skst.org
7. Do I need to submit any supporting documents?

Yes. In addition to submitting a completed application form, you will also need to submit the following supporting documents, where applicable:

· Your group’s rules or constitution

· A full list of all the members of the management committee or steering group, including addresses with cheque signatories identified

· A copy of a bank statement from the last 3 months

· Annual accounts or a statement of income and expenditure

· A copy of your business plan 
· Child Protection Policy / Vulnerable Adult Policy
8. Bank accounts

Grant payments are made by BACS so you must have a bank account in the name of the organisation.  The account must have at least 2 signatories who are not related to each other.

9. Monitoring

If your application is successful, you must be able to spend the money in the financial year in which it was awarded (before 31 March). 

You will need to keep financial records of how the grant is spent and to fill in a simple report form within 12 months or once the activity is completed, whichever is sooner.  We may ask to see these records.  
The contribution of the Société Générale UK Group Charitable Trust and St Katharine & Shadwell Trust must be acknowledged in any promotional literature or annual report issued on your behalf within twelve months of receiving the grant or any instalment of the grant.
 Copies of such material must be supplied to the Trust free of charge.
We reserve the right to use any photographs or details of the project in any future literature and/or promotion. 
10. Equal Opportunities

Société Générale UK Group Charitable Trust Grants and St Katharine & Shadwell Trust are committed to equal opportunities for all, expect groups and organisations applying for grants to show that they are aware of equal opportunities, and can demonstrate commitment to them.
11. Timetable

Each decision-making panel will normally meet four times a year. Applicants will be notified of the decision as soon as possible after the meeting. Successful applicants should complete their activity within 12 months of receiving the grant or within the financial year in which the grant was awarded (before 31 March), whichever is sooner.
